GERRITSEN RELEASED ON BOND, REMAINS UNDER HOUSE ARREST

Reputed Los Angeles-area radio jammer Jack Gerritsen reportedly has

satisfied the requirements of a $250,000 cash or property bond and has been

released from a federal lockup. The US Bureau of Prisons indicates that

Gerritsen got out of jail May 17, although he reportedly remains under house

arrest at his home in Bell. 

Acting on a criminal complaint, FBI special agents, accompanied by personnel

from the FCC Los Angeles Field Office, arrested the 69-year-old Gerritsen

without incident early May 5 at his home. Federal agents also seized his

radio equipment. According to terms spelled out by the US Attorney for the

Central District of California after he was taken into custody, Gerritsen

will be subject to monitored home detention and barred from possessing or

using any radio equipment. Additionally, Gerritsen's residence remains

subject to search. Unconfirmed reports say Gerritsen's passport has been

taken as well.

The criminal complaint said an FCC investigation revealed that Gerritsen

"often transmits his prerecorded political messages and real-time harassment

and profanity for hours at a time, often making it impossible for licensed

radio operators to use the public frequencies." 

The FCC already has affirmed a $10,000 fine against Gerritsen for operating

without a license. It has proposed another $42,000 in forfeitures for

alleged interference-related infractions. 

Five years ago, Gerritsen was convicted in a California court of interfering

with police radio transmissions and sentenced to 38 months in prison. After

his release, he applied for a Technician class amateur license and was

granted KG6IRO. The FCC promptly rescinded the grant when it learned of his

earlier conviction, however.

International Space Station crew members John Phillips, KE5DRY, and

Sergei Krikalev, U5MIR, may be on the air for ARRL Field Day, June

25-26. ISS Ham Radio Project Engineer Kenneth Ransom, N5VHO, at

Johnson Space Center, has reviewed potential ISS pass times, and he

says a few are favorable for US stations--although some will occur

during the very early morning hours. Phillips and Krikalev will use

the Amateur Radio on the International Space Station (ARISS) radio

gear aboard the spacecraft.

''Hams on the ISS will try to be on for ARRL Field Day,'' Ransom said.

''The crew can make contacts anytime during the 1800 UTC June 25 to

1800 UTC June 26 period as time permits. Most activity will be over

North and South America, but stations worldwide should be

listening.''

Ransom says the pass times are only recommendations, and there is no

guarantee that either Phillips or Krikalev will actually be on the

air during any of them. Passes marked by asterisks (*) are

recommended as desirable ones for voice contacts with Amateur Radio

stations on the ground.

Phillips will operate as NA1SS and handing out ''1 Alfa ISS'' for a

report. If Expedition 11 Commander Krikalev gets on the air too,

he'll identify as RS0ISS and give the same exchange. In the past,

crew members have operated from both the Phase 1 and Phase 2 ARISS

stations using 2 meters and 70 cm.

The standard ISS voice frequencies for contacts in ITU Region 2 are

144.49 MHz up and 145.80 MHz down, FM.

If the astronauts can't get on the air to make voice QSOs, the

RS0ISS packet station should be on and available for ground stations

to work each other via the packet digipeater using ''ARISS'' as the

alias for the call sign in UNPROTO mode. Frequencies are 145.99 MHz

up and 145.80 MHz down.

ARRL Contest Branch Manager Dan Henderson, N1ND, notes that ISS

voice or direct packet contacts with the ISS do not count for bonus

satellite contact points because the ISS is not an ''Amateur Radio

satellite'' as event rules specify. Packet contacts relayed via the

ISS are valid.

''The ISS contacts do not count for satellite credit, since they are

point-to-point, whereas the traditional satellite QSO is a relayed

Earth-satellite-Earth two-way contact,'' he explained. Field Day has

no specific rules relating to ARISS operation because there's no

guarantee that the crew will be able to get on the air for the

annual exercise.

During Field Day 2004, astronaut Mike Fincke, KE5AIT, operated NA1SS

on 2 meters, while Expedition 9 Commander Gennady Padalka, RN3DT,

was on the air from RS0ISS on 70 cm. Between them, they racked up

more than five dozen QSOs.
ARRL ENCOURAGED BY NEW MOTOROLA BPL TECHNOLOGY
The ARRL this week said it was encouraged to learn of Motorola's

just-announced Powerline LV system--a BPL system that takes radio

interference concerns into consideration from the outset. The Powerline LV

system avoids using medium-voltage power lines and introduces broadband

signals only on the low-voltage side of the power transformer, greatly

reducing the system's radio interference potential.

"We know that medium-voltage power lines are no place for broadband energy,

since there is overwhelming technical evidence that radio interference from

BPL is unavoidable if MV lines are used," said ARRL CEO David Sumner, K1ZZ.

"By confining their Access BPL system to low-voltage lines and by adding

hardware notch filters for additional protection to Amateur Radio frequency

allocations, Motorola has addressed our interference concerns."

Sumner explained this week that until Motorola Powerline LV came along,

opposing BPL and opposing BPL interference were essentially one and the

same. During product development, Motorola invited ARRL's suggestions and

welcomed its input. Sumner said he hopes other BPL system providers now will

see the benefit of cooperating with the ARRL that Motorola is now enjoying.

"However, we can and should remain critical of the FCC's Report and Order,

which makes no effort to distinguish between good and bad ways of pursuing

BPL," he added.

Sumner says the League is looking forward to seeing the first Powerline LV

system in operation. The ARRL will continue to work with Motorola "to ensure

that their new product is indeed the first BPL system that is a solution,

not a problem," he said.
