It was wet and rainy with the temperature in the mid 60’s but 13 walkers and about 50 runners came out for the 4 mile walk / run. Carl Aveni N1FY was Net Control at the Start  /  Finish Line. The rest of the amateur radio public service volunteers were positioned at strategic locations along the racecourse. The Radio Team had no problem communicating on 146.535 MHz simplex.

The first runner finished in about 25 minutes. The walkers had started ½ hour earlier and finished in a little over an hour. There were no incidents to report.

More CubeSats in Orbit:
Early in the  morning on September 17th an Indian
PSLV-C14 rocket carried the Oceansat-2 satellite
<http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Oceansat-2> to orbit, along with four
CubeSats and two RubinSats. The RubinSats are 8 kg research modules that
will remain attached to the PSLV-C14 booster. CubeSats are very small
satellites, typically only a few inches on each side. As they are a
relatively inexpensive research spacecraft, they've become increasingly
popular with university science programs. A number of CubeSats use
Amateur Radio frequencies to downlink telemetry, as is the case with
this latest group. Early reports indicate that all of the CubeSats are
active.

NATIONAL SAFETY COUNCIL RESPONDS TO ARRL: NO EVIDENCE OF "SIGNIFICANT CRASH RISKS" WHILE OPERATING MOBILE

ARRL President Joel Harrison, W5ZN, wrote a letter to National Safety
Council (NSC) President Janet Froetscher in July expressing the ARRL's
concerns that Amateur Radio not become an unintended victim of the
growing public debate over what to do about distracted drivers
<http://www.arrl.org/news/files/NSC_Letter7-30-09.pdf>. Froetscher has
now replied, saying the NSC does not support bans or prohibitions on the
use of Amateur Radios while driving
<http://www.arrl.org/news/files/NSC_Response_to_ARRL.pdf>.

Noting that there is significant evidence that talking on cell phones
while driving poses crash risk four times that of other drivers,
Froetscher observed that the NSC position calling for bans on the use of
cell phones while driving is grounded in science. "We are not aware of
evidence that using Amateur Radios while driving has significant crash
risks," Froetscher wrote in her August 24 letter. "We also have no
evidence that using two-way radios while driving poses significant crash
risks. Until such time as compelling, peer-reviewed scientific research
is presented that denotes significant risks associated with the use of
Amateur Radios, two-way radios or other communication devices, the NSC
does not support legislative bans or prohibition on their use."
AMATEURS WITH GENERAL CLASS LICENSES TO BE GRANTED RECIPROCAL LICENSES IN SOME CEPT COUNTRIES

On Thursday, September 10, the Federal Communications Commission
released a new Public Notice implementing changes in CEPT reciprocal
operating arrangements for US citizens who hold an FCC-issued General,
Advanced or Amateur Extra class Amateur Radio licenses. DA-09-2031
continues to allows US licensees "to utilize temporarily an amateur
station in a European Conference of Postal and Telecommunications
Administrations (CEPT) <http://www.cept.org/> country that has
implemented certain recommendations with respect to the United States,"
subject to the regulations in that country and implements recent changes
in the agreement
<http://hraunfoss.fcc.gov/edocs_public/attachmatch/DA-09-2031A1.pdf>.

When an Amateur Radio operator with US citizenship holds an Advanced or
Amateur Extra Class license, they continue to be granted CEPT Radio
Amateur License privileges in accordance with CEPT Recommendation T/R
61-01 (as amended)
<http://www.erodocdb.dk/docs/doc98/Official/word/TR6101%20off%20140905.d
oc>. There is no change in reciprocity for those license classes. What
has changed is that US citizens holding a General class license -- who
had lost all CEPT reciprocal privileges in 2008 -- are now granted CEPT
Novice Radio Amateur License privileges in accordance with ECC
Recommendation (05)06 (as amended)
<http://www.erodocdb.dk/docs/doc98/Official/word/Rec0506.doc>.

The Public Notice states that while operating an amateur station in a
CEPT country, the person "must have in his or her possession a copy of
this Public Notice, proof of US citizenship and evidence of an
FCC-issued Amateur Radio license. These documents must be shown to
proper authorities upon request." The Public Notice can be found online
on the FCC's Web site
<http://hraunfoss.fcc.gov/edocs_public/attachmatch/DA-09-2031A1.pdf>.

According to ARRL Regulatory Information Manager Dan Henderson, N1ND,
the changes in the CEPT reciprocity are a two-part result of changes
made by the European Communications Office (ECO) in February 2008 when
they re-examined US license class equivalency in comparison to their
HAREC examination contest. "The result of that review was full CEPT
reciprocity was only granted to US Amateur Extra and Advanced class
licensees, leaving US General and Technician class operators without
CEPT reciprocal privileges." The new public notice now reflects that
change.

"In order to re-obtain at least some limited privileges under CEPT for
those class licensees, the ARRL approached the FCC, asking that the US
consider accepting ECC Recommendation (05)06" Henderson continued.
"Reciprocal agreements between the US and other countries are actually
diplomatic arrangements and come about through the agreements through
the State Department. In the winter of 2008/2009, the FCC followed up on
our request and contacted the US Department of State, asking that the US
formally approach the ECO with a request to become party to the
recommendation."

At its meeting in late spring 2009, Henderson said that the ECO working
group that handles issues pertaining to Amateur Radio accepted the US
request to join ECC Recommendation (05)06, and authorized US General
Class licensees to operate under that recommendation's terms. It did not
extend those privileges to US Technician class licensees.

Henderson stated that it is important to note two things about ECC
Recommendation (05)06: "First, not all European countries have
implemented this recommendation. Therefore, a US General class operator
does not have reciprocal privileges in many countries, including popular
US travel destinations like Italy, the UK or France. Second, as with any
reciprocal operation, the band frequencies and privileges are those
allowed by your host country -- they are not the frequencies and
privileges extended by your FCC license. Travelers need to make sure
they are familiar with the authorized privileges for the CEPT Novice
Radio Amateur License if operating using ECC Recommendation (05)06 or
T/R 61-01."

CEPT countries participating in CEPT Recommendation T/R 61-01 as of
September 10, 2009 include Austria, Belgium, Bosnia and Herzegovina,
Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark (including Greenland
and the Faroe Islands), Estonia, Finland, France (including Corsica,
Guadeloupe, French Guyana, Martinique, St Bartholomew, St Pierre and
Miquelon, St Martin, Reunion and its Dependencies, Mayotte, French
Antarctica, French Polynesia and Clipperton, New Caledonia, and Wallis
and Futuna), Germany, Greece, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Latvia,
Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Macedonia, Monaco, Netherlands,
Netherlands Antilles, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovak
Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, Turkey, Ukraine and the
United Kingdom(including Northern Ireland, the Channel Islands and the
Isle of Man).

CEPT countries participating in ECC Recommendation (05)06 as of
September 10, 2009 are Belgium, Denmark (including Greenland and the
Faroe Islands), Germany, Iceland, Liechtenstein, Luxembourg,
Netherlands, Portugal, Romania, Slovak Republic, Slovenia and
Switzerland.

Amateur Radio and Scouting: Scouting Jamboree on the Air (JOTA)

October 17 and 18 will mark the 52nd worldwide Scouting Jamboree on the Air (JOTA). Held the third full weekend in October each year, this is the premier operating event for Amateur Radio and Scouting around the world. 
When Scouts want to meet young people from another country, they usually think of attending a quadrennial World Jamboree. But each year, more than 400,000 Scouts and Guides "get together" over the airwaves for the annual Jamboree-on-the-Air (JOTA). This year, JOTA celebrates its 52nd anniversary. JOTA follows a 48 hour schedule beginning at 0000 local time on Saturday, October 17, continuing through 2400 local time on Sunday, October 18.

JOTA is an annual event where Boy and Girl Scouts and Guides from all over the world speak to each other by means of Amateur Radio. Since the first Jamboree-on-the-Air was held in 1958, millions of Scouts have met each other through this event. Many contacts made during JOTA have resulted in pen pals and links between Scout troops that have lasted many years. With no restrictions on age or on the number of participants, JOTA allows Scouts to contact each other via ham radio. Many Scouts and leaders hold licenses and have their own stations, but the most participate in JOTA through stations operated by local radio clubs and individual radio amateurs.

There are many resources available on the ARRL's JOTA Web site for Scouts to use as they prepare for JOTA. Scout leaders can also access the ARRL's Scouting Web pages that list resources to help teach the Radio Merit Badge, conduct a foxhunt, build an antenna or provide other activities to explore the excitement of Amateur Radio.

In 2007, the ARRL introduced a JOTA feature that proved to be such a success that the League is bringing it back for this year's event. The JOTA Storyboard is a place where Scouts from all over the world can post stories and pictures on how they participated in their JOTA activities. Let other Scouts read your stories and catch the excitement of Amateur Radio and Scouting.

Stations that participate in JOTA should call "CQ Jamboree," or answer stations doing so. Any authorized frequency may be used. The World Scout Bureau recommends that stations use the agreed World Scout Frequencies: 

· 80 meters -- 3.690 and 3.940 MHz (SSB), 3.570 MHz (CW) 

· 40 meters -- 7.090 and 7.190 MHz (SSB), 7.030 MHz (CW)

· 20 meters -- 14.290 MHz (SSB), 14.060 MHz (CW)

· 17 meters -- 18.140 MHz (SSB), 18.080 MHz (CW)

· 15 meters -- 21.360 MHz (SSB), 21.140 MHz (CW)

· 12 meters -- 24.960 MHz (SSB), 24.910 MHz (CW)

· 10 meters -- 28.390 MHz (SSB), 28.180 MHz (CW)

· 6 meters -- 50.160 MHz (SSB), 50.160 MHz (CW) 

In addition to local Scouts getting on the air for JOTA, national Scouting associations around the world fire up their rigs for the event, too. National organizations that have participated in JOTA in recent years include:

JOTA is not a contest; the idea is not to contact as many stations as possible during the weekend. Radio operators run their stations in accordance with their national licensing regulations. Check the ARRL Web site for a review of control operator rules.

All groups participating in JOTA are asked to send a report of their activities to their National JOTA Organizer (NJO) and to the ARRL JOTA Desk after the event (find the name and e-mail address of your NJO here). NJOs then forward their national JOTA reports to the World Scout Bureau for the World JOTA Report, published by the World Scout Bureau.

Although the worldwide JOTA is organized in October, Scouts can meet on the air at other times during the year. Regular Scout nets (a pre-arranged time and frequency when operators meet) are organized nationally or regionally. An updated list of these nets can always be found in the latest World JOTA Report.

US Boy and Girl Scouts who participate in JOTA may purchase a JOTA patch to wear on their uniforms. These patches are available from the respective Scouting organizations, not the ARRL. Information on purchasing the patches can, however, be found on the ARRL's JOTA Web page.

AO-51 Dedicated for JOTA Use
AMSAT-NA has announced that they are again supporting JOTA by dedicating AO-51 operation to the event. "All users are requested to give way to JOTA stations or QSOs with JOTA stations," said AMSAT-NA Vice President of Operations Drew Glasbrenner, KO4MA. "The frequencies used for this weekend will be 145.880 FM uplink and 435.150 FM downlink, no CTCSS tone required. The mode change should occur at ~0000 UTC on October 17 (Friday evening in the US) and run for approximately 48 hours." Glasbrenner told the ARRL that Scouts are welcome to send reports to him; photo files up to 5 megabytes total are also welcome for possible inclusion in an upcoming AMSAT Journal article.

It is time to dust of(sic) those tnc's (sic) and check
out Winlink2000. There are some good lessons online that will help you
understand Winlink 2000 at http://www.winlink.org and joining the
Winlink 2000 Yahoo group." The role of Winlink 2000 in emergency
communications is to supplement existing methodologies to add another
tool in the toolkit of the volunteer services deploying emergency
communications in their communities." He and Roland, N1JOY,
demonstrated a Kam + which was used for APRS, VHF Winlink 2000 Airmail,
and HF Winlink 2000 Airmail during FD in the HAMCOW.
